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improve housing choices through the development of performance standards and metrics; building analytical capacity; 
and providing grants and direct technical assistance to State, local, and non-profit organizations.  

o Funding will be focused on capacity building and transportation projects, to the multi-agency Sustainable 
Communities Partnership effort. This is in addition to the $150 million from HUD and the $10 million from EPA. 
Because improving local quality of life is a universal challenge, this place-based interagency initiative will help 
communities across the Nation make better coordinated, higher-performing infrastructure investments. 

o The Administration is proposing to create a new Office of Livability in the Office of the Secretary, which will 
incorporate certain functions currently carried out by the Office of Planning. The initiative will result in the transfer 
of approximately $300 million from FHWA, $200 million from FTA, and request $20 million more dollars to 
promote the Partnership for Sustainable Communities initiative. 
 

 
Creates a National Infrastructure Innovation and Finance Fund 

• $4 billion to create a National Infrastructure Innovation and Finance Fund to invest in projects of regional or national 
significance. Established as a new operational unit within DOT, the Fund will directly provide resources for projects 
through grants, loans, or a blend of both, and will effectively leverage non-Federal resources, including private capital. 
The Fund will allocate resources based on demonstrable merit and analytical measures of performance. The Fund will 
provide planning, feasibility, and analytical capacity to help sponsors identify projects from around the country and then 
carefully select the most worthwhile. 

   
Sustains Multi-Year Support for High-Speed Rail 

• $1 billion for high-speed rail.  
 

Establishes a New Federal Transit Safety Program 
• $24 million for a new transit safety oversight program within the Federal Transit Administration (FTA). This will enable FTA 

to hire new staff and to implement a comprehensive safety oversight strategy, as proposed in legislation.
